A message from Juliet Carlisle: 

I’m at the University of Exeter this academic year as a Fulbright Scholar conducting 
research on Climate Change, Emotions, and Collective Engagement. My research includes 
interviews with folks aged 18-108 engaged in groups/societies in Devon/Cornwall or the 
region more generally. 

I have been extremely fortunate to interview older folks (and women) but am struggling to 
recruit younger adults (ages 18-45-is) and men. I was hoping you might be able to 1) be 
interviewed; and/or 2) share my research with others in your network who you think 
might be willing and able to participate in my research interviews.

With your consent, the interview will be audio-recorded. If you prefer not to be recorded, I 
will rely on notetaking instead.
